* Help maintain progress reports for participants

»  Support library staff in the planning and delivery of Storytime's, events
and art displays

» Assist with the preparation of certificates and awards

» Help with data collection

* Keep personal information confidential (this will be covered in more
detail at induction)

* Help tidy the library and assist with shelving as required

*  Promote library membership
